The Ulefoss Hovedgaard is
counted as the most important ar-
chitechtural work in Norway rep-
resenting the emperial era. It was
built by Niels Aal, who later be-
came Norway’s first foreign minis-
ter in 1807. Today, the Ulefoss
Hovedgaard is a museum, and
there is also a wagon museum ex-
hibiting various driving and travel-
ing equipment from that time
period on the farm as well as a re-
stored basement, playroom, and
greenhouse. The main building is
surrounded by a large park in the
English style. The Gallery Fjaset is

located in what was previ-
ously the stable and machine
shed.

Several bicycle routes and many
well-marked hiking trails are to be
found throughout the area. The
eastern Telemark Canal area is
excellently suited for boating,
either in a canoe or kayak. Canoe
rentals can be found in “Slippen pé
Notodden” in Notodden, as well
as at Norsjg Holiday Park. Bicycle
rental is located at “Syklisten” in
Notodden. It is also good fishing
in the Telemark Canal East, pike
and trout are the most common
fishes. It is also possible to play
golf at Norsjg golf park.
